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EDUCATION IN WARTIME

Abstract: The article examines the role of education for Ukrainian children
during wartime, stressing that schools must first ensure safety, belonging, and
emotional stability before academic learning can succeed. It describes how schools
become shelters of community and resilience, with teachers providing not only
lessons but also care and hope. Practical strategies for creating supportive classrooms
are offered, including routines, peer connection, and creative activities. Ultimately,
wartime education is shown as an act of care that preserves dignity and strengthens
children’s resilience for the future.

Keywords: wartime, education, resilience, safety, belonging emotional support,

teacher’s role, trauma-informed teaching, supportive strategies.

During wartime, when normal life is disrupted and usual routines collapse,
education becomes both more difficult and more essential. For Ukrainian
schoolchildren affected by russias full-scale invasion, learning has become an act of
resistance, survival and hope. Given what some of our students have experienced —
especially during the war —some of the behaviors we see in the classroom are

responses to fear or tension, not just 'misconduct’. Most of our students feel anxious,
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depressed, or triggered by exposure to war and its consequences. We, as teachers, are
faced with this searing question: What must we offer all children on the ground of
these circumstances — not only to keep them learning, but to preserve their sense of
stability, safety, and hope for tomorrow?

In this article, we offer specific strategies and tools, prioritizing what matters
most to children under such conditions — emotionally, socially, and academically.

Why Safety and Belonging Come Before Books

For children living and learning in contexts of war, teaching can only be
successful when children’s fundamental needs are first met. These include access to
food, physical and emotional safety, and a sense of belonging.

Maslows Hierarchy of Needs provides us with a useful model to understand this

Physiological needs (like food and sleep) come first, followed by safety, love,

belonging, esteem, and finally selfactualization. During crises, one cannot jump to the
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higher levels — such as academic achievement — without creating conditions that meet
the low-level needs.

School in a war-torn Ukraine is no longer just a building with a timetable — it is
a lifeline of stability that offers shelter, structure, routine, predictability, and
connection that children yearn for. Particularly for displaced ones, schools become a
second home — a place where they are not only educated but also cared for,
supported, and given opportunities to laugh and dream again. Ukrainian teachers play
a crucial role in making this a reality. Their function is not limited to delivering
lessons — they do their best to make kids feel safe, protected, connected, valued, and
help them overcome challenges coursed by the harsh realities of the war.

Strategies for Building Safe and Supportive School Communities

Here we would like to share real-life examples of how Ukrainian teachers have
made schools — virtual or real — the sites of protection, empathy, and collective
resilience. Here are some simple strategies to make the classroom a safe space.

- Welcome each student by name. This will help you build a sense of belonging
and respect.

- Maintain predictable daily routines and a clear lesson structure. It is crucial for
providing a sense of stability, helps feel children secure, and focus on studies.

- Create a sharing atmosphere. Include activities that allow learners to express
their thoughts and ideas.

- Post/share learner work. When displays of projects, essays, poems are on the
walls, there is learner ownership of the room. When kids look around and see their
work, they feel proud and valued.

- Remain calm at all times. Once a teacher goes angry with a learner, it takes a
long time to rebuild their relationships and that feeling of safety and trust.

- Place anti-stress objects such as toys, trinkets, books in the classroom. This
provides students with means to manage stress and reduce anxiety.

- Don't let problems grow. If tension is increasing between some learners, create
time and space for them to talk it out. Model kindness. Your students will see this and

follow.
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- Encourage peer interaction and peer mentorship. It offers students sense of
community, emotional support, opportunities for collaborative learning.

- Involve students into community projects. This strategy develops practical
skills, fosters connection and belonging.

- Use games and create spaces in which students can play and connect
informally. This tactic helps release tension and reduce anxiety.

- Have and share tea/snack time. During wartime shared meals in the classroom
can offer comfort and sense of community which are vital at that very moment.

- Use art and music as a healer. The strategy provides opportunities for
expressing different emotions and boosts self-esteem.

- Build a classroom without walls.  Wartime environments are often
unpredictable. Thus, social isolation can be a significant issue. That is why providing
a space for students to connect with their peers, teachers, and community is essential.

Final Reflections: The Power of Adaptation and Care in Education

War deprives us of so much that we take for granted — safety, structure, stability.
But education is so powerful that can rebuild what has been destroyed. Wartime
education is not simply an issue of exposure to information, but responding to the
emotional, psychological, and safety needs of the students. Routine, connection,
creativity, safety rules, and powerful teacher’s support help create more than lessons
— they build connection, growth and resilience. Whenever a child opens a notebook in
the shelter under the threat of being killed due to missile or drone attack, they are
choosing life, future, and dignity. It's educators’ role to nourish their choice. Because
even in war, every child has the right not just to live — but to learn, to develop, and to

belong.

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ACADEMIC INTEGRITY IN THE MODERN EDUCATIONAL
ENVIRONMENT: MULTIDISCIPLINARY GUIDELINES

Abstract. The article addresses the issue of fostering academic integrity in the
context of digitalization and European integration processes in Ukrainian education.
The concepts of academic integrity and misconduct are analyzed, with emphasis on
key challenges such as the use of digital technologies, distance learning, and artificial
intelligence at different types of lessons. Possible prevention strategies are outlined
— from technical solutions to educational initiatives and the development of value-
based orientations. It is emphasized that academic integrity is a fundamental
condition for high-quality education and research and should be cultivated at all
levels of the educational process.
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principles.

In today's digital world, the process of obtaining and disseminating information
Is becoming more accessible and easier, which affects the development of education

and science in secondary and high schools, as well as in higher and vocational
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education institutions. Information technologies offer significant advantages, but on
the other hand, there are also a number of problems associated with the growing
number of users. This leads to students, teachers, and even scientists more often using
and borrowing information in violation of ethical standards. Therefore, the issue of
academic integrity is becoming relevant and urgent for all participants in the
educational process in Ukraine and abroad.

The issue of academic integrity in education is actively researched by foreign
and domestic scientists. The basic concepts of academic integrity are presented in the
Law of Ukraine “On Education”, Article 42 “Academic Integrity” [1]. The search for
ways, methods, and tools to improve academic integrity in the educational and
scientific community is the subject of scientific research and discussion. The works
of Yu. Malogulko and M. Zathey, I. Todorova, O. Semenog and T. Ishchenko
deserve attention.

Also noteworthy is the scientific study “Academic Integrity: Problems of
Compliance and Priorities for Dissemination among Young Scientists,” edited by N.
Sorokina, A. Artyukhov, and I. Degtyareva [2]. In addition, in her work, I. Dotsenko
investigated the formation of a system of compliance with academic integrity in the
educational process [3]. The legal framework for combating academic dishonesty is
analyzed in detail in the work of Y. Titska [4].

The International Center for Academic Integrity at the Rutland Institute of
Ethics, Clemson University in South Carolina, published a study entitled
“Fundamental Values of Academic Integrity.” According to this approach, academic
integrity is the commitment of the academic community, even in the face of
difficulties, to six fundamental values: honesty, trust, fairness, respect, responsibility,
and courage [5].

European integration processes in the educational sphere of Ukraine are leading
to the intensification of innovative trends in line with international education
standards. This explains the need to reform all levels of education.

A qualitative change in the higher education system requires the development of

new approaches to learning and teaching, the establishment of honesty and ethical
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values in the educational process and scientific activity, and the creation of new
mechanisms for building communication in higher education institutions, which will
contribute to the formation of a high academic culture, which will be promoted by
scientific, pedagogical, and research workers and students [6]. However, the
foundation for the formation of academic integrity skills and basic competencies is
laid at the “school desk™ level.

According to Article 42 of the Law of Ukraine “On Education” dated September
5, 2017, academic integrity is a set of ethical principles and rules defined by law that
must be followed by participants in the educational process during learning, teaching,
and conducting scientific (creative) activities in order to ensure trust in the results of
learning and/or scientific (creative) achievements [1]. This concept of academic
integrity is contrasted with academic dishonesty, the main manifestations of which
are found in such activities as plagiarism, self-plagiarism, fabrication, falsification,
cheating, deception, etc.

In their daily work, subject teachers and lecturers have recently been
increasingly confronted with the problem of academic dishonesty in the educational
process. For example, repeated completion of tests in Google Forms and other
educational platforms with automatic scoring from different accounts. As a method of
preventing violations, it is possible to suggest completing tests in Google Forms with
the appropriate settings for completing the test once and only from one personal
account.

Another problem is the inconsistency between the results of written and oral
work on the same topic at the lessons of foreign languages. For example, the written
part of the work is performed at a high level, but the speaking test gives completely
opposite results. Here, real-time monitoring (relevant for distance learning) or
continuous recording of the monitor screen during test work can be offered.

At a time when artificial intelligence is an integral part of our lives, the problem
of submitting homework or even writing scientific papers, theses, and articles using
Al is relevant. The main method of detecting such violations is to check for

plagiarism using special services. Also, under the conditions of war in Ukraine,

literature and philology teachers faced the problem of students using masks to hide
their faces or cheat sheets during tests of oral interaction and expression in foreign
language classes. But despite the technical means of preventing violations of
academic integrity, we must understand that the main goal is to educate not only
knowledgeable but also honest citizens of society.

The establishment of principles of academic integrity must be based on the
principle of continuity. Even in primary school, we see the seeds of dishonesty in the
form of homework being done by other people. Therefore, active educational
activities on this issue should begin in childhood. It is extremely important to be
aware of the potential internal and external factors that lead to academic dishonesty.
Studying and understanding the problem will make it possible to develop and
implement effective policies to prevent dishonesty. It is necessary to develop clearly
defined standards of responsibility for pupils, teachers, students, and lecturers and to
familiarize all participants in the educational process with them. It is advisable to
monitor violations of integrity in order to identify areas for further work at all levels
of education. It is mandatory to conduct scientific activities according to the
principles of openness and transparency. In addition, it is necessary to initiate a
nationwide program to promote a culture of combating plagiarism and cheating,
including through teaching students academic writing and launching grant-funded
research projects in this area. Moreover, systematically hold academic integrity
weeks, thematic events, and educational sessions will be effective on different stages
of education.

Moreover, adherence to the principles of academic integrity is a two-way
process involving teachers and lecturers on the one hand, and pupils and students on
the other. It is teachers and lecturers who must set an example and serve as role
models for the younger generation. Adherence to the principles and axioms of
integrity and high professionalism encourages students to develop, create their own
scientific projects, and strive for new heights in education and science.

In conclusion, academic integrity is a fundamental component of modern

scientific and educational activities. It is a system of ethical principles and norms that
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determine the behavior of all participants in the academic process — students,
teachers, lecturers, scientists, and administrative staff. Adherence to these principles
contributes to the development of quality education, the improvement of research,
and the formation of trust between all members of the academic community. A
culture of academic integrity should be fostered at all levels of education as an

essential element of the educational process.

Translation
prioritizes semantic fidelity, localization emphasizes cultural and functional
relevance, and transcreation seeks to evoke the same emotional and persuasive
impact as the original content. The article examines the unique characteristics and
practical use cases of each approach, arguing that effective global communication
often requires an integrated strategy. Real-world examples illustrate how practitioners
must balance fidelity, relevance, and creativity to meet the demands of diverse
audiences. As markets grow more culturally complex, the ability to choose and
combine these approaches becomes essential for successful international engagement.

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Translation, localization, and transcreation exist along a continuum of cross-
cultural adaptation, each representing different approaches to bridging linguistics and
cultur. While they share fundamental similarities in their commitment to effective
cross-cultural communication, their methodologies and objectives diverge
significantly based on the primary goals of the adaptation process.

These three approaches are united by their foundamental requirement for deep
linguistic and cultural competency. Practitioners in all three fields must possess not
merely bilingual proficiency but sophisticated understanding of cultural nuances,
audience expectations, and communication dynamics within both source and target
contexts. They all involve professional judgment in navigating the complex
relationship between fidelity to original content and effectiveness within the target
cultural framework.

Each approach recognizes that successful cross-cultural communication extends
beyond mere linguistic conversion to encompass cultural sensitivity and audience
awareness. Whether preserving semantic accuracy, adapting cultural references, or
recreating emotional impact, all three disciplines acknowledge that language and
culture are inextricably intertwined. The success of any project depends on the
practitioner's ability to understand not just what the source text says, but how it
functions within its cultural context and how it should function within the target
culture [2; p. 29].

Quality in all three domains depends heavily on understanding the target
audience's cognitive frameworks, cultural expectations, and communication
preferences.

Translation operates under the fundamental principle of semantic preservation,
treating the source text as an authoritative document whose meaning must be
conveyed with maximum fidelity. This approach prioritizes accuracy over adaptation,
maintaining the structural and stylistic characteristics of the original while ensuring

comprehensibility in the target language.
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The German concept of ‘Treue’ (fidelity) exemplifies this approach, where
translators strive to preserve not only the semantic content but also the register, tone,
and stylistic features of the source text. When translating legal documents, for
instance, the English phrase ‘force majeure’ would typically be rendered as ‘hohere
Gewalt’ in German, maintaining the precise legal concept while adapting to German
legal terminology conventions.

Let’s consider the translation of Shakespeare’s famous line ‘To be or not to be,
that is the question.” The German translation ‘Sein oder Nichtsein, das ist hier die
Frage’ preserves the philosophical weight and structural parallelism of the original
while adapting to German linguistic patterns. The translator maintains Shakespeare’s
voice and intent while ensuring German readers can access the same conceptual
depth.

Translation constraints typically prevent significant departures from the source
text structure or content. Technical manuals, academic papers, and legal documents
require this approach because accuracy and verifiability are paramount. The translator
serves as a linguistic bridge, facilitating access to the original content rather than
creating new content adapted for different cultural contexts [3, p. 20].

Localization expands beyond linguistic transfer to encompass comprehensive
cultural and functional adaptation for specific geographic markets. This approach
recognizes that effective communication requires not merely linguistic accuracy but
cultural relevance and functional appropriateness within local contexts.

The process involves systematic adaptation of cultural references, measurement
systems, currency formats, and regulatory requirements while preserving the core
message and functionality. When localizing software interfaces, American date
formats like ‘12/25/2024° must be adapted to German conventions like ‘25.12.2024,
while simultaneously ensuring that cultural assumptions about user behavior and
interface expectations align with German user preferences.

Marketing content provides compelling examples of localization in action. The
English phrase ‘Black Friday Sales’ requires careful consideration when localizing

for German markets, where the concept exists but carries different cultural
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associations and timing expectations. German localization might render this as ‘Black
Friday Angebote’ while providing additional context about the American origin of
the shopping event, since German consumers may not share the same cultural
understanding of the post-Thanksgiving shopping tradition.

Localization practitioners must balance global brand consistency with local
relevance. McDonald’s provides an excellent case study, where core branding
elements remain consistent globally while menu items, pricing formats, and
promotional strategies adapt to local tastes and cultural preferences. The German
market receives localized content that acknowledges local food culture, business
practices, and consumer expectations while maintaining recognizable brand identity
[2, p. 39].

Transcreation represents the most creative and culturally adaptive approach,
prioritizing emotional resonance and persuasive impact over semantic fidelity. This
discipline treats the source content as inspiration rather than constraint, focusing on
recreating the desired response within target audiences rather than preserving specific
linguistic or structural elements [1; 4].

The creative freedom inherent in transcreation becomes apparent in advertising
campaigns where cultural values, humor styles, and persuasive techniques vary
dramatically between markets. Nike’s ‘Just Do It’ campaign demonstrates
transcreation principles when adapted for German markets. Rather than literal
translation, German campaigns might emphasize different motivational concepts that
resonate more effectively with German cultural values around achievement,
persistence, and personal excellence.

Luxury brand messaging provides another compelling example of transcreation
in practice. English marketing copy emphasizing individual achievement and
personal success might require complete reconceptualization for German audiences
who may respond better to messages emphasizing quality, tradition, and
craftsmanship. A transcreator might transform ‘Be the envy of everyone’ into German

messaging focused on ‘Erleben Sie aufSergewéhnliche Qualitit’ (Experience
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exceptional quality), completely shifting the persuasive strategy while maintaining
the brand’s premium positioning.

The transcreation process often involves extensive cultural research and creative
experimentation. Practitioners must understand not only language and culture but also
psychological triggers, aesthetic preferences, and communication styles that vary
between cultures. German advertising, for instance, traditionally favors informational
content and rational appeals over emotional manipulation, requiring transcreators to
adapt persuasive strategies accordingly [1; 4].

The choice between translation, localization, and transcreation depends on
content type, audience needs, and communication objectives. Legal documents,
technical specifications, and academic research typically require translation
approaches that prioritize accuracy and verifiability. Software applications,
educational materials, and corporate communications often benefit from localization
strategies that ensure cultural relevance and functional appropriateness.

Marketing communications, creative content, and brand messaging frequently
demand transcreation approaches that prioritize audience response over source text
fidelity. Consider how German automotive marketing might transform English
messaging about freedom of the open road into content emphasizing precision
engineering and environmental responsibility, reflecting different cultural values and
priorities while maintaining brand appeal.

Contemporary projects increasingly combine multiple approaches across
different content elements. A global software launch might employ translation for
technical documentation, localization for user interface elements and help systems,
and transcreation for marketing materials and promotional campaigns. This integrated
approach recognizes that different content types serve different functions and
therefore require different adaptation strategies.

The evolution toward more sophisticated adaptation strategies reflects growing
understanding of cultural complexity and audience sophistication in global markets.

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POWER BACKUP AND RENEWABLE ENERGY PRIORITIZATION
SCENARIOS

Abstract. Hybrid energy systems combining renewable sources, battery energy
storage, and backup generators ensure uninterrupted power supply through real-time
source prioritization and scenario-based energy management systems control. This
work aims to synthesize a multi-layer reserve logic and show how a decision
hierarchy reduces fuel consumption and equipment wear while increasing the share of
renewables. The proposed sequence is: cover the load first with solar and wind;
charge the Battery Energy Storage System when surplus is available; compensate
deficits using the BESS; automatically start the diesel generator at a state of charge of
20-25%; use the external grid as the last resort or for economically justified charging.
The baseline operating scenarios are distinguished as follows: renewables-dominant;
night/calm conditions with Battery Energy Storage System dominance; peak periods

with joint operation of sources; and emergency islanded operation for critical loads. It
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Is shown that such a policy cuts fuel use, improves reliability, and reduces the carbon
footprint without compromising power quality. The results can serve as a
methodological basis for the design and operation of autonomous and semi-islanded
systems.

One of the key advantages of modern hybrid energy systems (HES) is their
ability to dynamically adjust operating modes and utilize available power sources in
the most rational sequence, depending on the balance between generation and
consumption, equipment status, battery energy storage system’s (BESS) state of
charge, and forecasted changes in load or resource availability [1-4]. In situations
where centralized electricity supply is limited or unavailable — such as in remote
regions or during emergencies — the combination of renewable energy sources
(RESSs), BESS, and backup generators forms an autonomous energy circuit capable of
sustaining power supply over extended periods, provided that fuel for backup units is
ensured [5-7].

Effective power backup involves not only maintaining uninterrupted electricity
supply and ensuring power quality parameters [5], but also implementing a rational
hierarchy in the use of available sources. Priority is given to cheaper and cleaner
renewable energy, while backup generators are activated only when necessary [1, 2,
4]. This strategy is made possible by an energy management systems (EMS), which
operates in real time to collect data on current generation, BESS status, load demand,
and forecasted changes, while also considering the economic efficiency of each
energy source [1, 8, 9]. This ensures optimal energy flow distribution, reduced fuel
consumption, minimized equipment wear, increased share of renewable generation,
and a reduction in the system’s carbon footprint.

In a typical priority sequence, energy produced by photovoltaic panels and wind

turbines is utilized first to meet the current load [1, 2, 4]. Any surplus is directed
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toward charging the BESS [2]. If renewable generation is insufficient to cover
demand, the BESS is activated to compensate. Once the state of charge drops to a
critical level, a diesel generator or other backup source is automatically engaged [7,
2]. When access to the external power grid is available, it may serve as the last level
of backup or be used to recharge the batteries in cases where it is economically
justified [3, 8].

The backup system is implemented through a series of automated scenarios that
are activated by the EMS depending on current operating conditions [1-4, 7]:

e Normal Mode (RES-dominant scenario): Full load coverage is provided by
photovoltaic panels and/or Wind turbines, with any surplus energy directed to battery
charging.

¢ Night or Windless Mode (BESS-dominant scenario): Power is supplied from
batteries when RES generation is unavailable; non-critical loads may be disconnected
to extend system autonomy.

e Critical BESS Level — Generator Start: Automatic activation of the diesel
generator when the state of charge drops to 20-25%, supplying the load and
recharging the battery.

e Peak Load Mode (Joint Generation Scenario): Simultaneous operation of RES,
BESS, and backup generators during periods of maximum demand.

e Emergency Backup Mode (lIsolated Reserve Scenario): Critical loads are
powered by the generator or batteries in case of failure of key components or
overload of the internal network.

This multi-tiered backup logic maintains power supply reliability under various
operating modes, while minimizing fuel consumption and ensuring high overall
energy efficiency [2, 7].

A hybrid system with a clear source hierarchy and EMS control delivers
continuity and cost-efficiency: prioritize RES — charge BESS — cover deficit from
BESS — auto-start backup only at critical state of charge, with the grid as the last tier
or for economically justified charging. This cuts fuel use, equipment wear, raises the

RES share, and lowers the carbon footprint.
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Alternative emphasis — reliability. Scenario-based EMS
(normal/night/peak/emergency) safeguards critical loads even off-grid, extending
autonomy via controlled shedding of non-critical demand.

Alternative emphasis — economics. Prioritizing cheaper, cleaner generation with
forecasts and tariffs minimizes fuel costs and levelized cost of electricity; grid
charging is used only when profitable.

Critical note. The SoC threshold (20-25%) and the economic case for grid
charging are not constants; they must be calibrated to load profile, BESS degradation,

fuel logistics, and forecast accuracy.
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UTILIZATION OF PARAFFIN AS A PHASE CHANGE HEAT STORAGE
MATERIAL IN AGRICULTURAL STRUCTURES

Abstract: This article explores the use of paraffin T3 as a phase change material
(PCM) for passive heat storage in agricultural buildings. The thermal properties of
paraffin—including high latent heat of fusion, chemical stability, and safety—are
analyzed. A performance assessment is conducted based on thermal charging and
discharging scenarios. The study demonstrates the potential of paraffin-based heat
accumulators to stabilize indoor temperatures in greenhouses, poultry houses, and
pigsties, reducing the need for active heating. Design considerations for improving
heat transfer efficiency are discussed. It is concluded that, despite the relatively high
melting point (~50-55 °C), paraffin T3 remains a promising, cost-effective material
for thermal regulation in agriculture, especially when integrated with solar collectors
or excess daytime heat sources.

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INTRODUCTIONAL

Maintaining stable temperatures in agricultural structures such as greenhouses,
pigsties, and poultry houses is crucial for productivity. During nighttime and winter,
significant heat losses occur—up to 85% of a greenhouse’s heat can dissipate
overnight [1]. This leads to increased heating costs, which may account for 20-25%
of total operating expenses in cold climates [2]. In addition to economic losses, sharp
temperature fluctuations cause stress in plants and animals, reducing yields and
productivity. Conventional methods—insulation and active heating—either only slow
down heat loss or require high energy input.

An alternative approach involves thermal energy storage systems that absorb
excess heat during the day and release it at night. While water is commonly used due
to its high specific heat capacity, phase change materials (PCMs) offer significantly
greater energy density by storing latent heat. This makes them a promising solution

for improving thermal regulation in agricultural facilities.

PHYSICAL PRINCIPLES OF PHASE CHANGE THERMAL ENERGY
STORAGE

When a substance undergoes a phase change (e.g., from solid to liquid or vapor
to liquid), it absorbs or releases a significant amount of energy—known as the latent
heat of phase transition—while maintaining a nearly constant temperature. This
principle underlies the operation of phase change thermal energy storage (TES)
systems: materials absorb excess heat during melting and release it during
solidification.

This approach allows for energy storage densities significantly higher than those
of sensible heat systems. For instance, paraffin waxes store about 180-230 kJ/kg of
latent heat—five times more than water cooled over the same temperature range.

Even small masses of PCM can noticeably reduce indoor temperature fluctuations

3].
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During the day, the PCM absorbs heat and melts, preventing overheating; at
night, it solidifies and releases heat, maintaining thermal comfort [3]. Experiments
show temperature increases of 1-7.5°C in greenhouses using PCM. To ensure
optimal performance, the PCM’s melting point should align with the desired indoor
temperature range (e.g., 18-25 °C for greenhouses) [4]. Paraffin is favored due to its

chemical stability, non-corrosiveness, and reversibility.

PARAFFIN T3: PROPERTIES AND SUITABILITY AS APCM

Paraffin wax is one of the most accessible and cost-effective phase change
materials (PCMs) for thermal energy storage. It consists of a mixture of saturated
hydrocarbons (CnHzn+2), with melting point and latent heat depending on the chain
length. Paraffin T3, a technical-grade petroleum wax with minor oil content (~3%),
melts at approximately 50-55 °C [4]. While this temperature is higher than typical
indoor conditions in greenhouses, it becomes practical when used with solar
collectors or concentrated heat sources.

Key thermophysical properties of paraffin T3 include:

« Melting point: ~50-55 °C;

« Latent heat of fusion: ~190-200 kJ/kg;

« Specific heat capacity: ~2.1 kJ/(kg-K);

« Thermal conductivity: low, ~0.15-0.21 W/(m-K);

« Density: ~800 kg/m? (solid), ~750-770 kg/m? (liquid);

« Chemical stability: non-toxic, inert, non-corrosive, safe for agricultural use.

Despite its low thermal conductivity, which limits heat transfer rates, paraffin
T3 is widely regarded as a reliable PCM due to its stability, safety, reversibility, and
affordability. These characteristics make it suitable for large-scale thermal storage

systems in agricultural applications.

CASE STUDY: THERMAL STORAGE CAPACITY OF A PARAFFIN
T3-FILLED TUBE

Problem setup:
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A sealed nylon tube 1 m long and 2 cm in internal diameter is filled with paraffin

T3 (~250 g). The goal is to evaluate:

1. The time required to fully melt the paraffin at an ambient temperature of
30 °C.

2. The amount of thermal energy stored.

3. The duration for which this energy can maintain ambient air at 15-20 °C

during cooling.
Key parameters:
o Volume = 0.00031 m?
o Mass = 0.25 kg (p = 800 kg/m?)
o Specific heat capacity = 2.1 kJ/(kg-K)
o Latent heat of fusion = 190-200 kJ/kg
o Melting temperature = 50-55 °C
Findings:
« At 30 °C, the paraffin does not melt, so only ~5 kJ of sensible heat is stored—
insufficient for meaningful heating.
« If heated above 50 °C, e.g., to 60 °C by solar radiation, it can store up to 75 kJ
(including latent and sensible heat).
- The melting process takes ~2—4 hours, depending on heat transfer coefficients
and surface area (e.g., h = 5-10 W/m?-K).
Discharge performance:
o If 75 kJ 1s released gradually, it can sustain a 10 W thermal load for ~2 hours.
« For 10 hours of nighttime heating, at least 56 tubes are required (total mass ~
1.5 kg paraftin).

Conclusion. Paraffin T3 shows practical potential for thermal storage if heated
above its melting point, e.g., via solar collectors. Its effectiveness is strongly
dependent on system design, especially thermal conductivity and heat exchange

surface area. For improved performance, metallic containers or extended surfaces are
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recommended [3]. Despite limitations, such PCM modules can significantly reduce

nighttime heat loss in agricultural environments.

APPLICATION OF PARAFFIN-BASED THERMAL ACCUMULATORS
IN GREENHOUSES AND LIVESTOCK BUILDINGS

The practical implementation of phase change thermal storage systems in
agriculture can vary widely depending on the facility type and thermal needs.

Greenhouses:

Paraffin-based PCM modules can be installed along the sunlit southern walls or
perimeter, using dark-colored tubes or panels to enhance solar absorption. During the
day, the sun heats the modules, melting the paraffin; at night, the stored heat is
released back into the greenhouse. Modules may also be suspended under the roof or
embedded in the soil near plant roots [2, 3]. Hybrid systems combining water barrels
and paraffin capsules offer both sensible and latent heat storage.

Poultry and Pig Houses:

In animal housing, where indoor temperatures are maintained above 0 °C (15—
25 °C for young animals), PCMs can buffer daily fluctuations. Paraffin units can be
mounted under the ceiling or in upper wall zones to absorb daytime heat and
passively release it overnight. For piglets, underfloor modules provide localized
nighttime heating. However, for these conditions, PCMs with lower melting points
(25-30°C) are more suitable. Paraffin T3 (melting at ~50°C) may require
supplemental heating via solar collectors or electric heaters during the day [2, 3].

Grain Storage and Agricultural Warehouses:

Paraffin modules installed under the roof can mitigate daytime overheating and
nighttime overcooling, stabilizing temperature and humidity for stored produce. This
helps reduce energy use for ventilation or heating [3, 4].

Design considerations:

PCM form factors may include tubes, panels, pouches, or pellets. The larger the

heat exchange surface, the more efficient the charging/discharging process. In
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practice, flat PCM packs are hung like curtains or attached to walls; in animal

facilities, protected casings with air circulation prevent damage by livestock [4].

Fig.1 [5] Example of PCM module placement on the interior wall of a solar
greenhouse. Reflective packets filled with PCM (paraffin-based mixture) absorb
solar heat during the day and reduce heat loss through the wall at night, thereby

increasing nighttime air temperature.

Benefits of Paraffin-Based PCM Systems in Agriculture:

« Passive and autonomous operation: No electronics or active control required.
Thermal regulation occurs automatically through phase change.

« Energy efficiency: Free solar heat or surplus energy is stored and reused at
night, reducing fuel or electricity demand.

« Improved thermal comfort: PCMs buffer daily temperature extremes,
enhancing plant growth and animal health.

« Safety and environmental friendliness: Paraffin is inert, non-toxic, and stable
across many thermal cycles. It does not emit harmful substances and is recyclable.

« No pressure hazards: Unlike water-based systems, paraffin expands slightly

and can be safely sealed in lightweight containers.
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« Structural compatibility: Paraffin-based modules can be integrated into existing
wooden, plastic, or metal frames without corrosion risk [4].

Despite its relatively high melting point, paraffin T3 is a promising material for
thermal regulation in agricultural structures. With proper system design—including
placement, form, and heating method—it can effectively utilize latent heat to reduce
energy costs. Global studies confirm that PCM systems can raise nighttime
greenhouse temperatures by several degrees, supporting sustainable agriculture with

simple and effective passive technologies [4, 5].

CONCLUSIONS

Paraffin T3 is a cost-effective and chemically stable phase change material
(PCM) suitable for passive thermal energy storage in agricultural buildings. Its high
latent heat capacity enables the reduction of daily temperature fluctuations,
improving energy efficiency and microclimate stability in greenhouses and livestock
facilities. However, due to its relatively high melting point (~50-55 °C), external
heating sources such as solar collectors may be required for effective charging.
Despite low thermal conductivity, proper design—using enhanced surface area or
additives—can significantly improve performance. Overall, paraffin T3 offers a
practical and sustainable solution for agricultural thermal regulation, with further

research needed on hybrid PCM systems and integration with renewable energy.
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
